Professional Editions of Board Support Packages:
Optimized for industrial use

(Göttingen, 1.03.2010) On its own stand in Hall 11 (stand 11-222) as well as on the stands of four large partner companies, emlix is presenting current Board Support Packages (BSP) in their Professional Editions.  

The Professional Editions of emlix Board Support Packages (BSP) are especially optimized for industrial use in an embedded context. They are put together in a hardware-specific manner using open source components. In contrast to standard distributions, the BSPs impress with their low use of resources, small footprint and very short boot times. 

In the development of professional Board Support Packages, emlix works closely with many hardware partners and distributors. The collaboration with Arrow Electronics is especially intensive. Since March 2010 the two companies have been linked by a distribution agreement. From a hardware point of view, the Arrow EPC – Embedded Platform Concept optimally meets the needs of emlix customers who want to have a variable development platform, as is offered by the emlix BSPs on the software side. On the Arrow stand (12-352) emlix is represented with a real-time BSP for the Blackfin BF527 Evaluation Board. On its own stand, emlix is presenting the Professional BSP for the Arrow LPC3250 EPC board.

In the x86 field emlix works with two hardware partners particularly intensively: Advantech (stand 12-336) is presenting the x86-based AIMB-210 board with the emlix Board Support Package. On stand 9-461 Fujitsu is displaying, among other things, two boards on the basis of the AMD chip sets M690E and SB600, both of which are equipped with the emlix Board Support Package for industrially used x86 architectures.

On the stand from Freescale Semiconductor (stand 9-335) current professional BSPs for the i.MX27 and the MPC5121e (power architecture) can be seen. 

All emlix Board Support Packages are based on the emlix embedded build framework e2 factory, so that long-term reproducibility and maintainability are guaranteed. The BSPs offer the ideal basis for a quick start in one's own development projects. 
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Through the use of open source software, every BSP can be supplied in source code, so that there is no possibility of a vendor lock-in.
